Sutton Veny Parish Council are delighted to be able to report that Sutton Veny finished second in the group of medium villages in the West Wiltshire District. 

The judges reported “Sutton Veny is a charming village with two churches, although one is no longer in use, but St Leonard’s Church and Old Chapel Graveyard is a place the village can be proud of.” 

“St Johns Church has a churchyard that is maintained by the War Graves Commission and it was charming to see that the school children still make posies, which were in evidence, for all the war graves on Anzac Day and that the tradition of a cricket match between the Australian High Commission and the village team still takes place on Anzac Day. What a tribute to the village.” 

“The school is very well set up with forty or so local children attending and about 130 from a wide surrounding area. The Alexander Memorial Field was clean and tidy and the Village Hall was outstanding. The residential gardens were charming although some hedges were a little ragged and the pub was most attractive and welcoming. There was no litter or fly posting found anywhere in the village.”  

This is clearly an excellent result and the Parish Council congratulates and extends thanks to all involved with keeping the village in tip-top condition.

NEIGHBOURHOOD WATCH

We were delighted  to see some of you showing interest in our stand at the Flower Show.  I think PCSO Xanthe Knowles with her lock-up police vehicle proved popular with the children.

There is currently a run of thefts of garden ornaments.  Although some of these are heavy (usually the more valuable ones), a determined pair of thieves can whisk them away in a van very quickly and quietly.  Such ornaments (urns, statues &c) should be out of sight from the road, and/or secured firmly with a chain or a pressure-pad alarm.  Alternatively they could be marked with Smartwater or some other marker.

Another popular target is garden machinery.  All sheds and garages should be kept securely locked.  Shed alarms are still available (at £6) via the Neighbourhood Policing Team (warminsternpt@wiltshire.pnn.police.uk) or you can let me know and I will forward your request

You will have noticed (I hope) that the latest Neighbourhood Watch Newsletter has become folded A5 and contains information about the whole Warminster area (Rural and Urban beats).  Fortunately we are keeping our Warminster Rural Neighbourhood Tasking Group.  This meets quarterly and decides on the priorities for the next three months.  These have included, in recent months, Crime Prevention, Speeding and Antisocial Behaviour.  If any resident feels that there is a problem that should be addressed as a priority, could they please let me know and I will bring it forward at the next meeting.

This is a lie and all that the caller is really after is the three digit security number from the back of your card.  This is so that they can buy goods on line or over the phone on your credit card.

The credit card company will never ask for your security number as they already know it since they issued the card to you in the first place.

NEVER EVER GIVE YOUR SECURITY NUMBER FROM THE BACK OF YOUR CREDIT OR DEBIT CARD TO ANYONE UNLESS YOU ARE BUYING GOODS FROM A REPUTABLE COMPANY YOU KNOW AND TRUST.   AND NEVER GIVE YOUR BANK PIN NUMBER TO ANYONE, EVEN IF THEY INSIST YOU NEED TO.

NEIGHBOURHOOD TASKING GROUP

The neighbourhood tasking group met on Monday 25th July and agreed  that there would be two new policing priorities for the next quarter:

Parking/obstruction, especially opposite The Woolpack.  Please let the Tasking Group know about this or any other parking issues including times so that they can target offending vehicles.  Note that obstruction is where a vehicle blocks the pavement to an extent that it prevents a wheelchair or pushchair from passing by, not just because it is parked with two wheels on the edge of the pavement.  In addition, the issue of access for emergency vehicles has been raised in relation to parking.  If a vehicle is causing an obstruction so that an emergency vehicle would struggle to pass, then in this situation the emergency vehicle would ensure a path through and those vehicles which are obstructing may be damaged.  This damage would possibly not be covered by insurance.  So please ensure that your vehicle is not parked in a way which may obstruct emergency vehicle access.

Farmwatch - Many of the crimes reported over the last quarter were thefts from farms and other rural locations.  Most of these were either farm or gardening equipment or metal thefts.  By ensuring we have current and complete details of farmers, estate workers, gamekeepers and the equestrian community we will be able to notify many people of suspicious activity in the area, which will hopefully enable us to detect and deter criminals from the area.  We would ask that relevant contact names and details of farm and equestrian establishments in the area are passed onto the Neighbourhood Policing Team to ensure our information is kept concise, accurate and up to date.

General crime prevention advice - Shed alarms can be an extremely effective way to prevent theft of garden equipment.  These are available for local residents to purchase from the Neighbourhood Policing Team at a cost of £6.00 each.  If you are interested in buying one then please contact them directly on nptwarminster@wiltshire.police.pnn.uk or contact your local neighbourhood watch co-ordinator who will liaise with us on your behalf.
