“Wiltshire Police are issuing security advice to the public ahead of the approaching summer months following a seasonal increase in the number of burglaries.

Due to the lighter evenings and the recent spell of hot weather, householders are leaving doors and windows insecure which has led to an increase in the number of reported burglaries across the county.

These burglaries are normally committed by opportunistic thieves who are in the area at the time and notice an easy way to break in.

Officers are therefore appealing to householders to adhere to simple security advice to reduce their chances of becoming a victim of such a crime.

Crime Reduction Officer, Bob Walton, said: “While it may seem like an inconvenience, I cannot stress enough how important it is to ensure that all your doors and windows are secured when you leave your property.

Even if you are just popping out for a few minutes or enjoying the sun in your back garden, a small casement window left open can be all a thief needs to break in to your home.

It’s far better to come back to a hot and stuffy house than let a thief ruin your summer.”

The annual Parish meeting was held at 6.30pm on the 12th May with many representatives from various village organisations present, each with a report on their activities for the year. 

We heard enthusiastic reports from the Pre-School, WI Lite, Sutton Veny Primary School, the Cricket Club, the Trustees of the Village hall, the Trustees of the Alexander Memorial field, SVPCC, the Neighbourhood Watch Scheme, Community Emergency Volunteers, Community Speedwatch and the WI. 

Everyone had a successful year and is looking forward to the challenges a new year bring.

Sutton Veny Annual Parish Meeting

Mrs Valerie King was re-elected as chairperson and Mike Carroll as vice chairman.

Open session for the public

New Village Sign - Mr Nigel Williams suggested a new sign for the village with an Australian/New Zealand theme and maybe a twinning with a town there as well.  It was also suggested that more records should be held on our website, something the Parish Council will look into.

Chapel Drain - It has come to our attention that there were some very large holes in Chapel Drain possibly caused by tree roots.  They have now been filled in but could have been very dangerous.  Horses have been seen using this area and villagers are reminded that this is a public footpath, not a bridal path. 

Village Clean Up - The village clean up took place on Saturday the 7th of May when thirteen villagers arrived on a wet, cool day to collect rubbish.  This was a disappointing turnout compared to previous years, but despite this the volunteers  were not deterred and collected rubbish from various locations.

The worst area was Norton Road towards Norton Bavant, however there was not too much rubbish to report.  We would like to say a big thank you to Jill Price who is regularly seen collecting litter.

Allotments - The allotments have now all been taken, and a year on they look fantastic with lots of fruit and vegetables being grown.

Salt Bin - Finally, following a change of ownership of land, the salt bin in Deverill Road has had to be re-located, however an alternative location has been identified in the same general area in order to retain access to salt for villagers to use as required during periods of inclement weather.

SUTTON VENY PARISH COUNCIL NEWS (June)

The parish council met on 2nd June 2011 at 7.00pm.  Eight councillors were present with  apologies from Councillor Walker.

The minutes of the last meeting were signed and confirmed as correct.  These are available to read on the village notice board or the Sutton Veny website.

There then followed the approval and signing of the Parish Council’s annual accounts following an internal audit.

Reduction of Village Rate - By reducing the Parish Council’s precept this year there has been a reduction of fourteen pounds per household on the village rate.

Cricket Club - A donation of a raffle prize was made to the cricket club from the parish council.

Grit Bin - The grit bin at Deverill Road is to be moved to the top of the one way street.

Improving Sutton Veny - The Parish Council is discussing improvements that could be made in the village.  Suggestions have included erecting new signs with information about land marks etc in the village, and a possible twinning with a town or village in another country.

Play Park - Councillor Long reported that the gate at the play park has been repaired

Village Green - At present the District council is responsible for the upkeep of the Village Green.  The Parish Council is proposing to talk to the District Council about taking the Green over and maintaining it themselves.

Diamond Jubilee - It will be the Queen’s Diamond Jubilee in 2012 and the Parish Council wondered if anyone has any ideas as how the village might celebrate.  Please contact the Parish Clerk, Melissa Atyeo, with any suggestions you may have.

Bus Stop - Thanks to Councillor Guerri Fear and Ruth Guerri Brown for maintaining the bank next to the bus stop at the bottom of the village, it is awash with pretty colours and is an improvement to the village.

THE KING JAMES BIBLE (KJB)

The King James Bible will be the subject of a special celebration on Sunday 24 July in Sutton Veny at 11 a.m. We shall read some of the best-loved passages, and the choir will help us sing some well-known hymns. We hope that lots of you will want to share in this:  choose a story for someone else to read, or volunteer to read a passage yourself – we’ll see how many we can fit in! It is a year to celebrate the KJB as it is 400 years since it was first printed. (We used to call it the Authorized Version, but it has been re-christened.)  Many of us love its glorious prose which still resonates deep within us; some think it’s old-fashioned; some have never read it.  But it is amazing how much of it all of us could quote – the English language is peppered with phrases which originated in the KJB. 

As old as the hills – by the skin of his teeth – a man after his own heart – am I my brother’s keeper – three score and ten – it’s better to give than to receive – eat, drink and be merry – sour grapes – the apple of his eye – fall from grace – spare the rod and spoil the child – how are the mighty fallen – can a leopard change his spots – pearls before swine – an eye for an eye and a tooth for a tooth – blessed are the peacemakers – for everything there is a time and a season – flesh and blood – thorn in the flesh – salt of the earth – fly in the ointment – a bird in the hand is worth two in the bush – burnt offering – bite the dust – the spirit is willing but the flesh is weak.

Most of us remember the stories about Adam and Eve, Noah’s Ark, Joseph and his technicolour dream-coat, Daniel in the lion’s den, David and Goliath, the arrival of the Queen of Sheba, Joseph and Mary and the baby Jesus lying in the manger,  the Good Samaritan, and feeding the 5,000.  We might even have heard about Abraham’s bosom, and those heraldic characters Baron Figtree and Count Notthedaysthereof.  (You don’t have to be serious all the time.)

Different people celebrate in different ways.  A complete new KJB has been hand-written, with a few verses inscribed by both our Archbishops, Rowan Williams and John Sentamu.    There has been a public speaking competition organised by the Prayer Book Society with young people reading the collect, epistle and gospel for each Sunday of the year, and there’s a recording somewhere out there on the internet with young people reading every chapter of the KJB.   

A copy of the King James’s Bible has been on pilgrimage in many dioceses, with people carrying it from church to church (or indeed from house to house).  Our daughter and her cheerful youth group put on their trainers, kept the bible safe in a back-pack, and walked from a ruined abbey in a woodland setting beside the river Wear with its not-so-glorious caravan site, past a prison with its high walls, and through farmland to their appointed church in Durham, stopping to read it at various stages.  Ayo (aged 11) finished his reading and then said "Great book, but TERRIBLE spelling..." which it summed it up perfectly.
