The Parish Council met in Sutton Veny Village Hall on Thursday, November 3rd.  There were seven Council Members present.

Village Road Signs.  So far the Parish Council has received three designs for the proposed village signs, one of which was looked on very favourably as it contained the three main elements which the Council thinks personifies the village.  The Council, based on suggestions from parishioners, has identified these to be:

two churches, both ancient and relatively modern

the ANZAC connection

III.
an agricultural theme

If anyone can suggest alternatives we would be happy to hear of these.  Meanwhile keep the sketches coming in, but bear in mind that the Highways Department will have to approve the final design and that the written words must be kept to a minimum.

The police have advised that there have recently been a number of thefts from outbuildings such as garages and garden sheds. Commercial buildings and stores may also be targeted.

Shed alarms (£6 unless they have increased in price recently) may be obtained from the Neighbourhood Policing Team – or let me know if you are interested.  Larger buildings can also be protected – contact the Crime Prevention staff through the Team.

Another problem has been the arrival of door-to-door “salesmen”.  Remember that you should not open your door to them unless you are sure they are genuine (not always easy to decide). Also be aware that sometimes a second individual will be going around to your back door whilst you are engaged in conversation at the front so make sure the back door is locked before answering the front.

A reminder that the non-urgent police number is 101.  This is not a freephone number, but the charge is 15p for whatever length of call is made.  You should still use 999 if there is a crime in progress or if safety is threatened
