2111. Update on erection of Christmas tree 
Permission has been granted by Wiltshire Council to place a temporary Christmas tree on the green. A vote was taken on whether to proceed, 6 in favour and 1 abstention. The Clerk will contact Longleat Forest to obtain prices for the tree and also source some battery powered lights. Councillors will meet to decide the best location for the tree.

It was agreed that the budgeted donation of £100.00 be given to the Poppy Appeal. Cllr Oxlade will lay the wreath at the church service.
